The consular section of the Saudi Arabian Embassy in
Washington, D.C. would like to inform all exporters of goods
to the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia that it is no longer required to
have invoices and Certificates of Origin certified by the
Embassy or any of its General Consulates in New York city,
Los Angeles, or Houston; nor the United States — Saudi
Arabian Business Council. Customs Authorities in the
Kingdom of Saudi Arabia will only require . that these
documents (invoices, Certificate of Origin) be certified by the
local Chamber of Commerce and Industry in the cities from
which the goods are purchased of shipped.
